Round to that time again for 

your next Iceni newsletter. So, 

straight down to business. 

Annual AGM 

All HOG chapters are required, 

by the HOG Chapter Charter, 

to have an annual AGM and I 

would remind everyone that 

the Iceni Chapter AGM will 

take place at Norwich Harley dealership at 12 noon on Sat-

urday 3 December.  During the meeting, members who are 

standing for vacant officer positions are elected through a 

majority vote by the members who are present at the AGM.  

However, our Iceni Chapter bylaws stipulate that officers will 

hold their positions for a minimum of 2 years (3 for primary) 

prior to standing for re-election. This means that for this 

year, all officers who wish to remain in post will NOT be re-

quired to stand down for re-election. 

However, due to an increased work load and Simon Walker 

taking on the responsibility of Head Road Captain, I have 

decided that a second Assistant Director is required. The 

person volunteering for this role will work with me as Chap-

ter Director and alongside Simon, with both in the Assistant 

Director role.  Our Iceni Bylaws state that 'All Primary Offi-

cers must have been full Iceni Chapter member for a mini-

mum of 2 years and served on the Iceni committee for a 

minimum of 1 year to be eligible'.  Therefore, this position is 

open only to existing chapter officers and I have requested 

expressions of interest.  All members will be informed, prior 

to the AGM, of the name(s) of the candidate(s) standing and 

all members who are present at the AGM will be asked to 

vote for the candidate(s) via a show of hands.  

There is still a vacancy for the Photographer position and 

anyone who is handy with a camera and can commit to tak-

ing and organising photographs of the various Chapter ac-

tivities should contact me, by phone or email, ASAP to ex-

press an interest. If further vacancies arise due to any re-

organisation I will inform you all by email. 

Also, during the AGM each of the officers will be asked to 

provide you with a short verbal report on their individual ac-

tivities.  

Riding is what we are all about, so if anyone has any points 

to raise or any ideas for riding destinations for next years 

riding season then please bring them along on the day as 

the more input we get the better the club will become. We 

also need to decide on a new charity to support for 2012 as 

we have helped the RNLI for the last 2 years it would be 

good to help another worthy cause next year. 

 I would also like to remind you all that the Chapter Offi-

cers undertake their duties on a purely voluntary basis, 

giving up their spare time to undertake not just the duties 

relevant to their own role, but to help organise many of 

the things that go on in the Chapter, for the enjoyment of 

the membership.  It is your support and participation that 

òrocks their boató!!
